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First session: Patrick, Vanessa and Wim from Belgium.

Patrick: is in charge of a part of a museum in which classes are invited to pass through experiments on 12 topics (fields):  www.ulg.ac.be/masc  

Most of them classical: liquid nitrogen, electrostatics.

NEW!!! Classes of basic schools (<12 years): succes!

Future: two projects: the Universe, and “Women in science”, in collaboration with EU.

Suggestion: prepare hand-outs on paper for teachers for classroom use as a follow up of the visit.

Vanessa: particpates in a project at Antwerp University. Secondary school students are invited to come and pass the afternoon doing new and interesting experiments, other than in the classroom.:  http://www.ruca.ua.ac.be/brugproject/
Among them: measurement of the Planck constant (from HST 2000), sound, building an electromotor, colours and light, ….

Wim: coordinator of a project at Antwerp University: “Experimental Kits”. In this kit 25 experiments will be put . In many high schools, little infrastructure is available to set up good demonstration experiments, and lack of time and of dedicated science class rooms often prohibits teachers set up demonstrations.  Supported by the Flemish government and the University of Antwerp, we are developing a portable and easy to use kit of fascinating experiments, to draw student's attention to physics. The kit is self contained, so that it can be used in any setting without need of additional infrastructure.  Experiments are explained and demonstrated on an accopanying CD.  Some experiments demonstrate basic physics, others are mind teasers which aid to trigger discussion.  The kit will be made available to high schools at minimal cost, in an effort to reach a broad public and contribute to future recruitment of science students.
