“How The CERN Do We Know That?” (Working title)
Concept 

Our idea is for a series consisting of a number of individual 10 min episodes, only ONE of which will be designed by our group as a “pilot” for the projected series.  Each episode in this series, including the “pilot”, will answer a specific question about science (and, in particular, in physics).  The series is conceived as targeting students aged approximately 15 years of age, and is intended to stimulate in them a genuine interest in science and in the nature of scientific inquiry.  Each episode attempts to answer the question in an interesting and, hopefully, entertaining way.  

The individual episodes can, for example, be used by teachers 
· to spark interest or whet the students appetite in a particular area of physics 

· as a way of introducing a specific topic

· as a supplement to the teachers’ own lesson plan 

· as a way to provide students with a summary of a topic (or topics) already covered in class

The series of episodes could be used sequentially, but teachers need not use them in any specific order.  At the end of each episode, a summary of the major concepts and terminology (in, perhaps, the form of a type of glossary) will be given.  In addition, there will be a short quiz where the students can test their knowledge of the material they have seen.
